Jan Luley, whom the press entitled „wizard of the keys“ (Schwäbische 
Zeitung) and „titan on the steel strings of the grand piano“ (FAZ), is one 
of the most versatile pianists of our time. In particular, his love of Creole 
music and piano styles from New Orleans is infectious, enchants and 
fills his audience with positive power. Jan Luley shows in each of his 
multifaceted concerts that great art can also simply be fun. His piano 
playing is like a gift, imbued with irrepressible energy, enigmatic wit and 
deep emotions.

The double bass is played by Paul G. Ulrich, who has worked as a 
sought-after accompanist on international tours with a large number of 
renowned artists. For many years he was a permanent bass player with 
the Paul Kuhn Trio. Tobias Schirmer on drums is a musician whose sen-
sitivity, sound awareness and stylistic flexibility are second to none. He 
studied classical percussion and jazz drums and was awarded several 
times for his playing already in his youth.
